Stage 3: provides the proficiency required for the private pilot practical test and will review all the maneuvers required to attain maximum pilot proficiency. Stage 3 culminates in an oral and flight examination upon successful completion, results in the issuance of a Private Pilot Certificate.

INSTRUMENT RATING (IR) COURSE

Once you earn your Private Pilot Certificate, the adventure has just begun. The GACA Instrument Rating (IR) course is designed for pilots who wish to fly without visual reference to the ground. This rating allows pilots to fly under Instrument Flight Rules (IFR).

To enroll for the IR course the student must hold a private pilot certificate and have completed 50 hours as pilot in command on cross country flights. This qualification will improve your flying skills and you will become a more competent and generally safer pilot.

The training for the instrument rating consists of several distinct phases of training. Each level builds on the knowledge and skills learned in the previous level and contain ground and flight training lessons.

Ground Stage: forms an integral part of the IR course and will initially be presented in Jeddah (Quraish) while the theoretical training will be completed prior to the flying phase. It is recommended that the final theoretical examination is completed before the flying phase.

Stage 1: basic IFR Flight. Using an approved hood will restrict your outside vision, you will learn to fly the airplane blind while your instructor looks outside. Learn how the instruments work and use them to your advantage. Stage completion will indicate that you have what it takes to fly inside the clouds.

Stage 2: IFR Approaches. You will learn how to fly within the complex ATC system and perform holding patterns and how to fly instrument approaches such as the ILS, VOR and GPS approaches. The instrument approach systems and our training will enable you to land at airports where the clouds and visibility are low. 

Stage 3: IFR Cross-Country. You will learn IFR cross-country planning, weather and meteorology, and how they all interact. Further, you will fly cross-country flights to distant airports without ever looking outside. You will only use radio aids such as VORs and GPS. Upon completion you will be prepared to take the practical exam. You will study the procedures set by the GACA and ready yourself both in ground and in flight. Upon completion you will receive your GACA Instrument rating.

Commercial Pilot License (CPL) Course – Multi Engine

The Commercial Pilot Multi-Engine Course contains separate ground and flight segments. Therefore, the course may be conducted as a combined ground and flight training program, or it may be divided into separate components. Regardless of the method used, the course includes the latest GACA pilot certification requirements and a maximum of student-oriented instruction. The syllabus and support materials not only provide necessary information, but also guide the student through the course in a logical manner.

Ground Stage: forms an integral part of the CPL course and will initially be presented in Jeddah (Quraish) while the theoretical training will be completed prior to the flying phase. It is recommended that the final theoretical examination is completed before the flying phase.

Stage 1: During this stage, the student will learn the operation of complex aircraft systems, how to predict aircraft performance, and advanced aerodynamics appropriate to complex airplanes. The student also will learn about commercial decision making, and how to perform the flight maneuvers required for commercial pilot multi-engine certification.

Stage 2: During this stage, the student will become familiar with the multi-engine airplane, the training program and the human factors, concepts and issues relating to multi-engine operations. The student will also learn to accurately compute and control the weight and balance condition of the multi-engine airplane and to analyze multi-engine performance and derive accurate values from multi-engine performance data. The student will learn the principles, techniques, and procedures which apply to engine-out aerodynamics and engine-out operation of the multi-engine airplane. The student will also learn to integrate human factors into decision-making processes relevant to multi- engine airplane operations. The student will demonstrate knowledge of basic instrument procedures and acquire the additional knowledge required to plan safe flight operations under IFR in multi-engine airplanes.

Stage 3: During this stage, the student will review airports, airspace, flight information, and meteorology, as well as airplane performance, Day and Night cross-country planning, and navigation. In addition, the student will gain a greater understanding of aviation physiology, aeronautical decision making and the GACARs applicable to commercial pilot operations.
